Many Bible characters went through severe
adversities and Joseph is one of them. If we sum-
marize his difficulties in one word, it would be
God's 'providence. When his life kept descend-
ing to hit rock-bottom, totally opposite to his
God-given dreams, he would have asked God
'why..? When his brothers came and bowed
down before him, that signified his dreams al-
most came true but again, 'why.?' He so badly
wished to forget what his brothers had done to
him but their presence stirred the suppressed
memory. Through this struggle he finally con-
fessed and accepted that his dreams were not his
but God's. It was by Joseph's obedience that
God's plan to bless all nations through Abraham
and his seeds was achieved (Gen. 45:5~8, 50:20).
This was the prominent example that God's
promise to Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob was ful-
filled (12:3, 2218, 22:4, 28:14).

Chet Bitterman, a Wycliffe Bible translator was
captured by M-19. The Colombian guerrilla group
threatened Wycliffe to withdraw from their coun-
try then shot the missionary to death on March 6,
1981. But "applications for overseas service with
Wycliffe Bible Translators were doubled” in the
following year. (pp. 97~98, Suffering and the Sover-
eignty of God, ed. by John Piper and Justin Taylor)
We were not able to understand why this kind of
suffering was allowed, but through Bitterman's
death God opened the floodgates of blessings to
the nations.

Basera cluster language project team for the Ada,
Edo, and Ampiri languages in Indonesia, was thor-
oughly encouraged when they translated Joseph's
story. The team saw how Joseph persevered and
kept his faith through many adversities. The team
members' hearts were ignited again with the pas-
sion that they would save their own people with
God's eternal-life giving Word.

In Mali, there was a man named Joseph’ who
took partin the audio recording project in Jula
language. He was deeply touched by Joseph's
forgiveness for his brothers and he accepted Je-
sus as his Lord.

Mary in Bangladesh confessed her falsehood
and repented as she listened to Joseph's story in
the audio Bible. This led the whole Bible-listening
group to the same repentance. Mary lied that
she was not able to live together with her hus-
band because he worked in a foreign land. But he
was in Bangladesh and they were separated. She
thought Joseph would have hidden the dream
or changed the story not to offend his brothers
but he told the truth as God had showed him!
This stirred her to confess.

Likewise, in a written form or voice, the Bible
delivered in one's heart language changes peo-
ple's hearts and gives them eternal life!
