Privileged to be God's
Holy people

There are three stages in terms of holiness. Peo-
ple who are 'clean’ can stay in the camp of Israel.
'Unclean’ one is corrupted by sin or any other
unclean things and he/she/it should go out of
the Israelite camp and stay there until becoming
clean. 'Sacred' is when one is set apart to the ser-
vice of God. (There is one more place where the
scapegoat is deserted. It is ‘cursed instead of the
sins of Israelite people and sent far off to the no-
where of the desert taking away their sins.)

There are several examples in the Bible for
these. A man gathering wood on the Sabbath
was taken outside the camp to be stoned to
death (Numbers 15:32~36). Even Meriam who
blamed Moses with a wrong motivation was in-
flicted with Hansen's disease and had to be kept
outside of the camp for seven days until her sin
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was pardoned and her flesh cleansed from that
disease (12:10-~16). God's presence with the Isra-
elites was so evident that two priests died because
of their wrongdoings in serving Him at the Taber-
nacle (Leviticus 10:1~2).

Itis amazing to see how God's word shapes the
lives of those people groups who begin to have
the Bible in their own language for the first time in
their history. The seriousness they have toward
God's word and their thorough observations are
far different from ours who have had the Bible in
our own language for too long and have become
dull.

Hefley tells us one good example in his book
Peril by Choice which features the ministries of
Beekmans with Chol people in Mexico.

A typical action involved a Chol boy named
Pedro who had stolen. The elders heard his
confession and decided that he should be
placed on six months' probation. They in-

formed him that during the probation he
must sit in the rear of the church, and refrain
from participating in public worship - singing,
praying, and giving offerings. Pedro submitted
to the punishment.

Six months later, he walked a half-day over
the trail to a church which had elders and re-
ported completion of the punishment. The
secretary of the consistory wrote, "Pedro has
fulfilled the requirements of the probationary
period, therefore, we have forgiven him, as itis
recorded in 2nd Corinthians 2:10 and other
places in God's Word. Now he may again be
looked on as a brother in our Lord Jesus in the
fullest sense”. (pp. 187~188)

Being God's chosen people, His holy nation,
and priestly Kingdom is a very prestigious privi-
lege which cannot be stifled. We should keep
ourselves qualified to that status, gladly taking
any discipline from the church as God's love.
