No one is happy with a situation where plan B
becomes necessary. We always want do things the
way we planned. But we Christians have learned
through numerous experiences that God's plan B
is far better than our original one. In Proverbs it
says, “In his heart a man plans his course, but the
LORD determines his steps.(16:9, NIV).

St. Paul was led in the opposite direction from
where he originally intended in his second mission-
ary journey, He was given a vision as God's confir-
mation in which Macedonians asked him to come
over and help them (Acts 16:6~12). It was a widely
open door from Macedonia to Achaig, the heart of
the Greek culture.

JAARS pilots are often asked to carry animals or
patients as W. Cameron Townsend encouraged
them to do their best to help local people and
government officers in the course of their minis-
tries. For pilot Bernie May, he had an uninvited
passenger, a two meter-long Boa constrictor
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which eventually became a house pet for the pas-
senger family in the same flight. For another pilot, a
pregnant woman gave a birth in the small cockpit of
his helicopter.

But Jack McGucking's first flight as a JAARS pilot
was far more dynamic than anyone could imagine.
He thought of his plane as a mini Noah's ark when
he was asked to add another cargo on top of two
turtles and four chickens whose legs were tied to-
gether. He was assured that it would be safe even
though the box, containing the wild cat, was made
of reeds. But soon after the take-off, the ocelot es-
caped from the reed cage and aimed to make one
of the chickens her dinner. The chickens were
squawking and began to fly around all over the seats
inside the plane, flapping their wings on the plane
windows.

Finally, the wild cat got one of them and ate up.
That was just an appetizer. As Jack’s hopeless can-
teen throws at the wild cat ended in vain it started
to attack Jack’s leg. He had to make emergency
landing,

Spotting a small military outpost at the river

below, Jack rolled down his flaps and headed
down. Kicking the cat with his heels as she
reached out for his leg, he finally got the plane
on the water and taxied to the bank.

Peruvian soldiers jumped on the pontoon and
got into the plane to lasso the ocelot. Soon after,
the base commander appeared and thanked Jack
for his emergency landing, In fact, there was a Peru-
vian soldier who needed an evacuation due to the
heart attack and they were trying to reach him with
radio communication.
